Instructions for Custom Mould Impressions

The Audiologist should take a semi-deep impression, which should give a precise mould of the outer canal (meatus) at least to the second internal bend, include the bowl (concha) as well as the second indent immediately above the aperture of the outer canal (helix).

Use two-part silicon impression material.

Some monitors are available in skin tone match if applicable please remember to state colour.

It is vital to name all impressions.

Place impressions in a plastic bag and then put in a strong cardboard box and send to:
